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The Salvation Army Kroc Center is teaching an Adult Basic Education class, as well as English as a Second Language classes for people across the Omaha metro area. 

In the Adult Basic Education class volunteers from the Literacy Center will work with adult students, 18 years and up, to help improve reading, writing, listening, mathematics, speaking and technology skills. The class begins on March 7 and runs through April 27 for two days each week and is free for members and non-members. The overall goal of the class is to enhance basic adult education and improve people’s daily lives, enhance the opportunities of finding and keeping a job and to receive U.S. citizenship.

The English as a Second Language classes are available in three levels for people, 19 years and up, to learn the fundamentals of the English language. The next Level 1 class begins March 29 and runs twice a week through April 28, 2011. The Level 1 class is designed to teach the basics of the English language including vocabulary, simple sentences and to establish a foundation to build on for future level classes.  The cost for the class is $25 for members and $35 for non-members. 

“Adults who study English as a Second Language experience so many positive changes in their lives,” Said Gina Ponce, Arts and Education Director at the Kroc Center.  “ESL gives people the opportunity to get a better job, help children with homework, further their education and enjoy life in the United States even more,” she said. 
The Salvation Army Kroc Center is a state of the art, multi-use community center located at 2825 Y Street. The Kroc Center has approximately 3,500 members, which has increased by approximately 1,000 people since the first of the year.
